¸The basis for all Christian hope 
and faith is in the resurrection of 
the Christ. 1 Cor. 15:1 - 11



1  Now I make known to you, brethren, the 
gospel which I preached to you, which also 
you received, in which also you stand, 2  by 
which also you are saved, if you hold fast 
the word which I preached to you, unless 
you believed in vain. 3  For I delivered to 

you as of first importance what I also 
received, that Christ died for our sins 

according to the Scriptures, 4  and that He 
was buried, and that He was raised on the 

third day according to the Scriptures, 



5  and that He appeared to Cephas, then to 
the twelve. 6  After that He appeared to 
more than five hundred brethren at one 

time, most of whom remain until now, but 
some have fallen asleep; 7  then He 

appeared to James, then to all the apostles; 
8  and last of all, as to one untimely born, 
He appeared to me also.  9  For I am the 

least of the apostles, and not fit to be called 
an apostle, because I persecuted the church 

of God. 



10  But by the grace of God I am what I am, 
and His grace toward me did not prove 
vain; but I labored even more than all of 

them, yet not I, but the grace of God with 
me. 11  Whether then it was I or they, so we 

preach and so you believed.

12  Now if Christ is preached, that He has been 
raised from the dead, how do some among 
you say that there is no resurrection of the 

dead?

13  But if there is no resurrection of the dead, not 
even Christ has been raised; 14  and if Christ has 
not been raised, then our preaching is vain, your 

faith also is vain.

4  who was declared the Son of God with power by 
the resurrection from the dead, according to the 

Spirit of holiness, Jesus Christ our Lord,

14  Therefore, since the children share in flesh 
and blood, He Himself likewise also partook 
of the same, that through death He might 

render powerless him who had the power of 
death, that is, the devil, 15  and might free 

those who through fear of death were subject 
to slavery all their lives. 16  For assuredly He 
does not give help to angels, but He gives 

help to the descendant of Abraham. 



17  Therefore, He had to be made like His 
brethren in all things, so that He might 

become a merciful and faithful high priest in 
things pertaining to God, to make 

propitiation for the sins of the people. 18  For 
since He Himself was tempted in that which 

He has suffered, He is able to come to the aid 
of those who are tempted.

15  so that whoever believes will in Him have 
eternal life.  16  "For God so loved the world, that

15  Moreover we are even found to be false 
witnesses of God, because we testified against

15  Moreover we are even found to be false
